Long-range plans include extending a trail from downtown to the Brushy Creek greenway that would run to the
J.B. "Red" Owens recreation complex, with tentacles reaching to Easley High School and the Tri-County Technical
College Easley campus, Mann said. Even beyond that, the city would like to find a way to link up with the Swamp
Rabbit Trail in Greenville County.

Part of the downtown Easley plan is to run a section of the trail through the low-income neighborhood surrounding
the Dream Center of Pickens County, with hopes of revitalizing the area, similar to what has happened in the Nich-
oltown community of Greenville. The city plans to hold a meeting with residents there to encourage their support.

The project has had a few bumps in the road in addition to delays caused by rain and snow since ground was bro-
ken in early February. One was a fire that burned one of the old bridges being renovated, Sanders said. "It ended up
being a blessing at the end of the day because we were really able to get up under there and see what was going
on," he said.

Over the next couple of weeks, the trail will start to look like it's finished, but everyone needs to stay off it until the
ribbon is cut, Sanders said. "It's still a construction zone," he said.
