APPLICATION PROCEDURES
1. Read all Pickens Doodle Market Rules and Regulations
2. Completely fill out the online application, submit application fee and product pictures along with copies of applicable permits/licenses.
3. Once received, your complete application will be reviewed by the market committee.
4. If your application is approved, a site visit may be conducted. The Market Director is not required to announce or schedule site visits, although some attempts to schedule will be made. Failure to cooperate with this requirement will result in your application being removed from the application process.
5. All intended goods and products must be listed on the application at time of submission. Items not listed on an application may not be sold at the market. Any vendor that wishes to add products later in the season must submit the additional products to the committee for review and approval. 
6. All applications and payment must be submitted the Tuesday before the market. All applicants will be notified one week after regarding their status. 
7. Accepted vendors are required to submit high resolution logo files and a vendor description for use in marketing materials.

LICENSING & LABELING
Vendors are responsible for complying with local, state and federal requirements governing the sale and production of their products. 

If you are operating under Cottage Law, you must have your own business license and carry adequate liability insurance.

Vendors are responsible for acquiring necessary permits and sending copies of required certificates to the Market Manager once accepted. 

All vendors planning to sell any food product, please see South Carolina Department of Agriculture’s Requirements for Selling Manufactured or Processed Foods.

The Pickens Doodle Market will allow food items for public sale to be manufactured in authorized kitchens under DHEC, SCDA or Cottage Law with personal liability insurance.

Farmers and producers wishing to sell organic products must provide a copy of their organic certification and must display a copy of the organic certificate onsite.  Vendors are not allowed to advertise organic products unless they have an organic certification issued by the USDA or a USDA approved Accredited Certifying Agent.

If you are unsure if you’re correctly permitted, licensed or certified, contact South Carolina Department of Agriculture (803.734.2210) or South Carolina Department of Environmental Control (803.898.3432).

VENDOR SELECTION
Vendors will be chosen from the application pool by the Pickens Doodle Market Committee according to the following guidelines:
1. A completed application with all associated components
2. Type of goods/products
3. Quantity/Quality of product
4. Priority is given to locally grown, produced, processed and crafted products within 100 miles of Pickens
5. Market season availability
6. All products sold must be grown, harvested, produced or created by the farm or business represented at the market

The Pickens Doodle Market Committee reserves the right to select vendors based on the above guidelines and to refuse vendors at their discretion if necessary.

Not Permitted:
· No wholesalers and resellers
· No nationally distributed packaged food or drinks, or resale of manufactured food products
· No premanufactured mixes
· No prepared foods from an unauthorized kitchen
· No national franchises or corporate chains
· No direct sell companies
· No commercially branded sodas, water, sports drink or alcohol

MARKET FEES
Season Fee varies by location and season length.  A 20% discount will be applied to any vendor who pays in full for the whole season (22 weeks).  Half Season and Full Season Fees include a banner, one 6’ table, and a 10’x10’ pop up tent (tents are only for vendors on the lawn). Payment can be made via PayPal, cash or check and must be received the Tuesday before the Market each week.

MARKET SCHEDULE
2:30pm – 3:30pm		Vendors arrive and set up at assigned booth location
3:30pm – 3:45pm		All vehicles must be moved to designated vendor parking
4:00pm			Pickens Doodle Market Opens	
8:00pm			Pickens Doodle Market Closes
8:10pm			Vendor vehicles may return to loading area (Pavilion parking lot)

Vendors are asked to park at the City of Pickens Public Works facility (133 Railroad Street) or at the Tin Canteen (432 E. Cedar Rock Street).  Signage will direct you to these locations. No one is allowed to drive on grassy areas for any reason.

BOOTH DISPLAY AND SET UP
· All pricing must be clear and visible
· No food or produce intended for customer sale can be displayed on the ground
· Each vendor is limited to 10’ of frontage space and must keep all merchandise within their designated booth space
· Electricity is available to all vendors under the Pavilion, and can be provided for vendors on the lawn with advanced notice. All vendors needing electricity must provide their own 12gauge extension cord no more than 50’ long.  All generators or any additional equipment must be approved by the Market Committee prior to usage.

WEATHER-RELATED CANCELATIONS
· The Pickens Doodle Market is a rain or shine market unless there are severe weather conditions to pose safety concerns to vendors and customers
· If the Market is canceled, all vendors will be notified by email, and a notice will be posted on all City of Pickens social media sites and website
· If weather conditions deteriorate during Market hours, the on-site Market official has the authority to close the Market early
· If the Market is canceled due to severe weather, that week’s market fee will be credited towards another Market week
